GET TO KNOW SOME SIMPLE REFEREE GAME SIGNALS
Face Off (Two Man)
Raise one arm in the

air holding up two
fingers, while

pointing at the spot
to take it from.

Team Foul
Raise one arm straight

up into the air, and point
to the offending teams

half to show the
Timekeepers which team

committed the foul.

Time Out
Raise both hands in the

air in a T shape, then
point in the direction of

the team
taking the timeout.

High Ball
One hand held flat above

the head.

Dangerous High Stick
Both arms raised to

shoulder height with one
hand above the other, as if

holding a stick.

Direct Free Hit &
Penalty

Run to either to
direct free hit or

penalty spot while
pointing to it, then
face the goal and
point towards it

Issuing a Card
Call the offending Player to you
– Issue the Card straight up into

the air, so that everyone can see it
– Indicate the Players number to

the Timekeepers

Goal
Give two clear, distinct

whistle blows
– Point to the center spot
– Clearly indicate the Goal
scorer to the Timekeepers.



LOCATION AND PARKING
Parking is in the Splash Planet car park (off Grove Road), or the other end on Terrace
Road. There is NO access for vehicles to the rink this year. If you find a gate unlocked,
please DO NOT bring your vehicle in.  

FOOD/DRINKS
The shop is cash only – a $10 card can be purchased.
Available will be sausages, savouries, filled rolls, drinks, chippies and chocolate bars.
Other items may be available on the day.

SHADE AND SHELTER
If the weather delivers a great Hawke's Bay day then it will be hot. We'll have gazebos
for the score bench and teams on the side of the rink, but teams may want to bring
additional shade.
